Education Outreach Subcommittee (John Rathbun) An all day teachers workshop is tentatively set for February 4 for about 20 high school teachers.  The place has not been determined but Eureka is hopeful.  Dick Sanders volunteered to see if he could get the room fee reduced or waived.  Angela is checking to see if the teachers will get continu9ing education credit vs professional development credit.

Old Business:

Scholastic Bowl: John Rathbun discussed the success of this year’s scholastic bowl and that we should start working now on writing questions for next year.  We also need to get more committed volunteers to help the day of the bowl.

There was also discussion on a scholastic bowl to be held in Washington, DC the end of March and whether PAWAC should sponsor a team and the logistics and liability involved.  Angela will try to get more detailed information from some other teams on anticipated expenses involved and we will discuss at January meeting.

International Dinners:  Angela reported that there is an estimated profit of $1500 to PAWAC which is a very good result for such a short planning period.
