Minutes

August 4, 2005

The meeting of the Peoria Area World Affairs Council (PAWAC) was called to order by President David Thompson at 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, August 4, 2005, at the Lakeview Branch of the Peoria Public Library in Peoria, IL.  

Welcome and Introductions:  David Thompson, President. 

Minutes from the June 5, 2005 Meeting:  Minutes from June 5, 2005, meeting, previously distributed to membership by mail and e-mail, were moved for approval by Shirlee Harper and seconded by Chet Sanger.  All approved.  

Treasurer’s Report:  August report was prepared and presented by Carolyn Shepherd.  Report was moved to be placed on file for audit by Janet Roth, seconded by Dick Sanders.  All approved.

Committee Reports:  

Membership:  Shirlee Harper – Nothing new to report until new Membership Chairman is appointed and active.
Finance and Development:  Dennis Triggs – Planning to schedule a brief meeting after the PAWAC meeting.  There are several new members of the Finance & Development Committee.  Report next month.

Marketing:  David Williams – not present.

Programming:  Judy Triggs – not present
Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  John Rathbun – John reported on World In Transition training program for six teachers on June 30, 2005, at ICC.  It was an excellent training program with lots of interest in WIT.  International Scholastic Bowl is still planned for November, 2005.  We plan to contract with an outside vendor for additional question-writing expertise; however, John emphasized that we still need question writers from within PAWAC.  Those interested in writing questions should see John for format and structure guidelines.  Although proposed date – November 12, 2005 – falls within the three-day Veterans Day weekend for some students, John does not anticipate that the holiday will be a deterrent to Scholastic Bowl participation given that we have schools waiting in line to participate.  Certain of our Scholastic Bowl expenses will be covered by our $60,000 HIS grant.  Jean Sanger polled the group for question-writers – three volunteered. 

Election of Officers and Board of Directors:  Patricia Luthe read the proposed slate of officers for fiscal year 2005-2006:  President-Elect, Janet Roth; Secretary, Melissa Henry; Treasurer, John Schweitzer; Board of Directors (terms to expire in 2008), Catherine Schaidle, Mac Pogue, and Carolyn Shepherd.  Chet Sanger moved that nominations be closed, seconded by Shirlee Harper, approved.  Shirlee moved that the Secretary cast a unanimous ballot for the slate as proposed.  Slate of officers approved by the membership.  Board members continuing on the Board with terms to expire in 2006:  Heather Engler, Ron Kirkwood, John Rathbun, Judy Triggs.  Board members continuing on the board with terms to expire in 2007:  Steve Alvin, Madeleine Jaehne, Dick Sanders, and Dennis Triggs.

Following acceptance of the new slate of officers, Jean Sanger, incoming President, conducted remainder of the meeting.

Old Business:  

Strategic Planning Meeting (July 28, 2005, at Leonardo’s Restaurant in Peoria).  Jean Sanger presented minutes from that meeting.  For benefit of new members, Dennis Triggs recommended that we read the names of our various operating committees and subcommittees.

New Business:   PAWAC welcomed guest Larry Kellerman from ICC, invited by Angela Weck to present information pertaining to financial support from PAWAC of a Flamenco music and dance artist, Marija Temo.  Larry was referred to PAWAC by Edwina Jordan, English professor at ICC.  If financial support from PAWAC is not feasible, other forms of support are welcome.  The program includes a dinner for the public in addition to the dance and music performances.  Various workshops are free of charge.  Deadline for our response is September 1, 2005.
