Turner Center sent 390 letters on behalf of PAWAC to their client list, inviting each to join.  13-15 companies responded to the letters sent and many came to dinner.  Those who attended should be identified and contacted for follow-up.  Angela will send a thank you to the Turner Center for sending the letters.
Several ideas were mentioned and include the following:

· Dennis Triggs has a consultant who could help with the website for a fee.  

· Membership could contact other non profit groups who may be interested in a partnership.         
· Cold calls are ineffective, so it is better to target groups.  

· An ad could be placed in Interbusiness Issues magazine to promote PAWAC?

Membership and Finance committees agreed it is important to hold a joint meeting.
PAWAC is back on WTVP during the BBC broadcast.  
H. Wayne Wilson is moving forward with the video.  
Marketing – Committee chair is to be determined.  Marla is doing the newsletter.
Programming (Judy Triggs) The next program will be speaker Steve Young on Mon., Nov. 7 at Barrack’s Cater Inn, and the topic is Moral Capitalism.

Don Samford – The World in Transition program advisory board met in Atlanta, and Don emailed them feedback on the program.  They would like to begin to use books on issues in addition to regions of the world.  Oregon and Texas have used this program as part of their school curriculum.
