We may explore rates with other banks.  Dennis Triggs motioned for John Schweitzer, at his discretion, to deposit into a CD, along with the money from the expiring CD.  John Rathbun seconded the motion.  All approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS AND MEETINGS:

Membership (Mac Pogue) 148 members, 3 are new.  Attendance at the oil program was 133.  The key to increase membership is telling our friends.  The committee is meeting monthly.  Mary Jo Garesché updated the membership spreadsheets.  Jackie Buster created the new brochure.  

Finance & Development:  (Dennis Triggs) We need to hold a joint meeting soon with the Marketing, Membership, and Finance & Development committees to address overlap issues.  

The video H Wayne Wilson filmed had two purposes – to show at PAWAC events and to other local groups’ meetings.  We need the technology to play the video, but this is more of a marketing function.  

The next Membership committee meeting will be held on April 22. 

Marketing  (Janet Roth, interim chair) We need to update the advisory board, adding four new members to it.  Hunt suggested meeting with the advisory board more than one time.  Discussed changes to advisory board.  Ask leadership in ethnic groups here locally?  Please send suggestions for potential advisory board members Angela.  
Give potential members’ email addresses to Janet.  Website help is needed.  We are looking for someone to take photographs at PAWAC events.  Janet would like the pricing committee to re-establish our prices.

Programming (Judy Triggs) No report at this time.

International Dinners Subcommittee:  (Judy Triggs & Duffy Armstrong) No report at this time.

Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  (John Rathbun and Don Samford) Angela Weck took the team to Washington.  Our team came in 6th, but technically came in 2nd place.  The grant money will be used to hold global studies forum next year.  A topic needs to be selected.
