Programming (Elliott Murray) Ukrainian delegation – Mon Aug 21; Barry Lynn, author - Oct.  Al Gore – not in the near future, perhaps this time next year, at the earliest.

Mel Goodman – would be interested in coming to talk again on Iran, Iraq, and Lebanon.  This could be held as early as the last week of Sept.  Don Samford suggested including Wayne Downing, retired four-star general who lives in Peoria, as part of this program.

The Joy Luck Club will celebrate the life and accomplishments of Anna Shinault, at a banquet on Oct 7.  PAWAC has been asked to be sponsor for this event.  The lowest price is $1000 for a full table.  This would be good networking opportunity for PAWAC in the community.  Don Samford motioned we sponsor for $1000.  Dick Sanders seconded the motion.  All approved.

International Dinners Subcommittee:  (Judy Triggs & Duffy Armstrong) No report at this time

Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  (John Rathbun and Don Samford) Half of the tournament questions are being written by the question writer, and half will be written by PAWAC, which the question writer will edit.   So we have to finish our questions 2-3 weeks ahead of time.  

New Business:

A nominating committee is needed to determine the board and president positions.  Nancy Schweitzer and Judy Triggs will be a part of this committee, along with Jean Sanger.

Central Illinois World Affairs Conference, February 23-24, 2007:  The two topics were presented and discussed prior to a vote on the final topic for the annual conference.

Brazil – Don Samford and Elliott Murray, presenters.  Passed out proposed panel and discussion points to review.    Brazil is a rising power, a uranium seller, and is becoming a major player in South America.  Some in Brazil want to challenge the US, while other want to cooperate with the US.  Brazil could be an important ally due to its close proximity to Venezuela.  China has also become interested in Brazil as a source of natural resources.  Local Caterpillar employees have Brazil connection.

Russia – Angela Weck, John Schweitzer, Judy Triggs, presenters.  Passed out proposed panel and discussion points to review.  How should the US deal with Russia?  What approach should the US take with Russia?  Russia is selling to Venezuela and Iran.  A reformer and a hardliner both could kickoff Friday evening.  Instead of doing a panel, separate plenary sessions could be held.  The press has been negative on Russia.  Russia has a big impact on our foreign policy efforts, and is a key player in the UN Security Council.  We’ve had good attendance on programs on Russia in the past.

Call for vote.  Russia wins by a large majority.
