Meeting Minutes

October 5, 2006

The meeting of the Peoria Area World Affairs Council (PAWAC) was called to order by President Janet Roth with welcome and introduction of members in attendance at 5:03 p.m. Thursday, Oct. 5 at the Lakeview Branch of the Peoria Public Library, Peoria, IL

Treasurer’s Report: prepared and presented by John Schweitzer, Treasurer
Report was moved for approved by Jean Sanger and seconded by Dick Sanders.  Accepted for audit.

COMMITTEE REPORTS AND MEETINGS:

Membership (Mac Pogue) The annual membership drive is complete. We have 179 members.  The next step is a courtesy call to members to gauge interest in future programs.  

Will modify brochures and print more.  The fold-over cards have been effective as well.

Members only party (Janet Roth) will be hosted at Don Shay’s house on Oct 19.  Mac Pogue motioned to move date from Oct 20 to Oct 19. Jean Sanger seconded.  All approved.  Wine and hors d’oeuvres will be provided.  Special guest Jim Foley.  

Finance & Development:  (Dennis Triggs) No report at this time.

Angela modified the budget.  We need to push corporate sponsorships and memberships.

Executive and finance committees will review the next budget.

Marketing   (Janet Roth) 2000 brochures have been distributed, mainly to schools.  People don’t know that PAWAC exists, so we need to let people know about us.  Kenny Carrigan looked into banners on lightposts that the city puts up.  Any civic organization can participate for a $5 fee per pole per month.  It is approximately $150 a piece to make the banners, and there are two banners per pole.  We select which poles we want.  The minimum number of poles is 10.

Janet talked with ICC north, which is willing to cross-market with PAWAC.  They do a bookmark to promote their events and will help cross-market with us.  We may do something like this in the future.

Janet went to Worldfest and got the mailing list for all the local ethnic groups, which we can add to our potential mailing list.  We should get a mobile display so we can go to events such as this.  Our video could run during this.
Programming (Elliott Murray) Oct 20 – former Hungarian ambassador Nancy Brinker Goodman is hosting her own show at the Peoria Art Guild.  They are looking for a group that could host a luncheon with her on Friday Oct 20.  Angela proposed a casual luncheon where Angela buys lunch and we can join if we pay our own way.  Dennis Triggs motioned we participate, John Schweitzer seconded.  All approved.

Cato Institute – We’ve been selected for program in April.  Angela requested Thurs April 19.  

International Dinners Subcommittee:  (Judy Triggs & Duffy Armstrong)  No report at this time.

Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  (John Rathbun and Don Samford) Scholastic bowl - we need to select a date for training.  We already have 24 teams signed up.  If you are participating, Patricia Luthe would like to mail out instructions prior to the training, so volunteers can review ahead of time.  Volunteers do not have to be PAWAC members.  Ideally, 40 volunteers are needed.  Please contact Patricia at patricia@luthe.org to sign up.  Training will be held Nov 9 at 6 PM Thurs at Godfather’s.

Upcoming Events:

Annual conference – Susan Eisenhower will speak Fri night if the price can be negotiated. We have two confirmed speakers - Paul Goble and Thomas Goltz.  

Board Training Janet– Anne Fox conducted board training.  Several suggestions came up during this training, including 1) annual strategic planning meeting 2) review by-laws 3) create a policy and procedure committee 4) early bird special 5) use EIN when making purchases 6) annual evaluation and review at end of year.  


Audit (Janet) – meet with finance and executive committee to discuss the level of audit we need and can afford.  Accountant is going to meet with us for free to discuss.  We could also get software such as Quickbooks ($179 at Sam’s Club).  

New meeting location – ICC north – room is free, time limit open, capacity 30 (smaller than current room at Lakeview library), table, whiteboard.  Larger rooms may be available.  Room 144, Cedar Hall.  Chet Sanger motioned we use this location.  Carolyn Shepherd seconded.  All approved.

New Business:

Don Samford would like to see a better communication link between Bradley, Eureka, etc. 

Angela Weck will resign as Executive Director effective Dec. 1, 2006.  Dennis Triggs motioned that we table this, and Dick Sanders seconded.  All approved.
