We are continuing to add names to our contact list and plan to cross reference our contact list with the distribution lists Angela has.  This will ensure the Young Professionals are aware of all our events.

Finance & Development:  (Dennis Triggs): No report at this time.

Marketing   (Janet Roth): At WorldFest, we obtained additional names by offering a raffle.  Thanks to those who worked the event.

Programming (Elliott Murray): Next year’s programs are listed on the last page of the new membership directory.  Longin Pastusiak will speak in March.  Al Gore cannot come for the annual conference.  

Educational Outreach Subcommittee  (Don Samford): Global Studies Forum – there are 17 pilot schools and this forum is for those schools.  This time our council is hosting.  Since the grant was to cover these 17 schools, the fee has been lowered to get more people to attend since the costs are already covered by the IHSA grant.  Thanks to Angela for all her hard work is arranging this.  We expect to draw in non-education people as well, so everyone is encouraged to attend.  All scholastic bowl teams have been invited.  Fees are $30 for General public, $10 for students and teachers.  

Scholastic Bowl (Patricia Luthe): Please sign up to volunteer.  We also need people to write current events questions.  19 schools are signed up.  The date is Nov 17.

We don’t want to discourage people from paying by check, but the Art Partners site is secure.  We’ll discuss further in the next meeting.
