Annual Conference Topic Selection:  Time of scarcity topic is very relevant with all the shortages going on around the world, including the US.  
The Asia Subcontinent topic is perhaps too broad, so Pakistan/Afghanistan would be a better approach.  
US-Israeli Relations topic is a major issue for the US and the rest of the world.  This would bring a lot of attention although a bit controversial.
All agreed to eliminate Living in Time of Scarcity.  Majority of the votes were for Pakistan/Afghanistan, so that will be the annual conference topic.

Strategic Action Plan Proposal:  Angela distributed the action items that came out of the strategic planning session.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS AND MEETINGS:

Membership (Mac Pogue): 180 members and added 3 new members.  Annual membership drive begins this month.
Finance & Development:  (Dennis Triggs): Sent letter to Will Ball at Caterpillar requesting a contribution.  Give names of potential contributors to Dennis.  We need to be more aggressive.
Educational Outreach (Don Samford):  Trying to branch out to more schools.  Don did 3 workshops at UIUC this summer.  Eureka College Oct 10 - tentative speaker.  He would like the board to publicize it together with Eureka College.  John Morris suggested we have a program to bring in the Bloomington area and he would partner with us.  Don is working on getting a teacher & student workshop with John Morris.
Old business:

Angela will look into reciprocal relationship with other WACA councils.

John Schweitzer is going to propose a dues increase as well as dinner costs for our programs at our next meeting.
