Board Meeting

December 4, 2008

The meeting was called to order by President John Schweitzer.

The minutes were accepted with the corrections of the spelling of Pogue and Trudy.

The treasurer’s report was accepted as circulated and accepted for audit.  Nancy Schweitzer presented an oral and written detailed explanation of the report.

Membership: Mac Pogue reported membership at 153 including 4 new members  and the Membership Directory will be available by Saturday, December 6th .  He reminded the group of the membership party on Saturday, 2-4pm at the historic Benassi building.  Ali suggested a brief presentation of the history of the building be given.

World Affairs Young Professionals Subcommittee: Melissa Henry

No report.

Marketing: John said the “Art Theft” program was successful.  Mac Pogue suggested we network with other sponsoring organizations to publicize each others programs.  Barb Drake recommended using reciprocal web sites for publicity as well.

Finance & Development: Dennis Triggs  reported the tax returns for Illinois state and the IRS are up to date. A big thanks to Dennis, Angela, Nancy and Janet Roth for all the hard work involved in making this happen.   In addition, the donation from CAT ($16,000) was received and the CEFCU donation is pending.

Programming:  The plan for 2009 was distributed.   The committee followed the recommendation to include the Great Decisions program in the regular meetings.  Dennis asked for interest in a trip (tour) to Cuba.

Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  Angela explained the grant from the Turkish Cultural Foundation. The three year grant provides eighteen hundred dollars for high school programs, a yearly tour of Turkey for four teachers (selected by PAWAC) for nine days, and eighteen hundred dollars for a community program. The October ‘09 program “Portrait of Turkey” will fulfills that  criteria.  The Vice Council for Turkish affairs will meet with local participating teacher around the first couple of weeks in January.  He will present the Turkish flag to them, hopefully with the print and visual media present.   Don Samford,s photographs have been used for other World Affairs council’s presentations. 

Scholastic Bowl Subcommittee:  John commented that the event was a success.  Angela stated that six new schools registered, four actually participated, and four different schools won this year.  The four top students won a trip to Washington, D.C. in April.  Unfortunately two students tied for last place and the trip was decided by a coin toss.  One student requires a return air ticket to Florida rather than Peoria.  After discussion,  with input by Dennis Triggs, Barb Drake moved “the request be granted with appropriate written releases and no additional money provided by PAWAC”.  The motion was approved.

Great Decisions Subcommittee:  No report

CIWAC Annual conference:  Angela continues to schedule speakers with some difficulty.  Trudy Rubin has not confirmed as well as Dennis Cook and Marvin Weinbaum.  She distributed sign up sheets for opportunities help at the meeting.  John mentioned the tentative rescheduling of the conference in 2010.
