Board Meeting

September 3, 2009

The meeting was called to order by Vice President Rich McBride.

Minutes:  Corrections to previous minutes:  Lee Tallman is not the chair of the Marketing committee, Rich McBride is.  Prabhu Venkataraman’s name is spelled thus.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Nancy Schweitzer presented the August report and the budget for the 2009 fiscal year.   The report was filed for audit.  Lee Tallman will now assume the treasurer duties.

Committee Reports

Membership:  Mac Pogue:  As of September first, there are 127 members. 

The Appreciation party will held on a Sunday between 2-4 pm.  The Converse group has been contacted for the locale.  

Proposed change in membership dues policy. 1.  Retain the policy of the membership year as September 1 through August 31.  Payment after September 1 entitles the member to be active for the current membership year.  For new members payment made after June 1 through August 31 is designated as a grace period; i.e., paying dues on or after June 1 entitles the new member to be active through August 31 of the following year.  2. For new members paying dues on or after January 1 and before June 1, deduct $2.50 for Single and $4.00 for Family membership dues for each full month not utilized during the current membership year.  For new members who paid the full membership dues January 1 through May 31, 2009, the pro rata membership rate will be used to calculate their dues for membership year 2009-2010.  3. The annual membership renewal date continues to be August 31 for all members.  4.  The pro rata payment will appear in the AMOUNT PAID column of the membership spreadsheet.

After a general discussion, the proposal was tabled without a motion.  The most salient point was made by Barb Drake who stated that the dues are primarily used to support all the activities of the organization such as education, Scholastic Bowl, the annual conference, and the monthly programs.  Changes in the dues structure must be addressed at the annual meeting.

Finance & Development:  Judy Triggs reported for Dennis Triggs.  Solicitation letters were sent to 250 members.  Dick Sanders discussed a change in his strategy for approaching   Rotary Clubs and corporations.  He will contact those which have students within their area participating in the Scholastic Bowl.  One hundred and fifty (150) students participated in the event last year.

Marketing:  Rich McBride presented the choices for the logo.  He emphasized the need to use the logo consistently and that it must appear clearly in writing and with the proposed fonts.  The motion was made and seconded to adopt the “four swish globe in blue”. Passed.  

The web site is the number one priority of the committee.  

To advertise the organization the plan is to place our information on other Peoria Web Sites and on Explore Peoria.com bulletin board which interchanges information with other sites.

Programming:  Ali Zohoori note the upcoming program “Islam and U.S. Foreign Policy” is September 17 in Olin Hall, Bradley campus.  The ten topics for the coming year are not finalized.

Educational Outreach Subcommittee:  Don Samford met with the advisory team.  The Turkey trip needs a minimum of 20 persons. He urged members to enroll as soon as possible.  Angela and Don are personally paying for their tickets. Therefore the remission of $150 per ticket will belong to PWAC.  An orientation meeting needs to be set.  Prabhu will put the new programs on Facebook and on PAWAC web site.

Scholastic Bowl Subcommittee:  Patricia Luthe stated the bowl will be held on Saturday, November 14, 9am to 12 noon.  Volunteers are needed to help that day and to write questions.  Nine (9) of the twenty- four (24) teams have already signed up and will begin receiving the Journal Star free of charge.

Old Business: none

New Business:  Angela Weck requested a $2,000 honorarium be paid to Tom Barnet (speaking at the annual conference) plus hotel expenses.  He will make his own travel arrangements.  Unanimous vote.

John Schweitzer suggested a by law change.  “The annual meeting be held in August with election of new officers” add “who will take office in September”.  This coincides with the fiscal year.  The change must be ratified by the general membership at the next annual meeting, August 2010.  Members are encouraged to submit other proposals before next August.

The outcome of a meeting between Lee Talllman, Angela Weck and Mac Pogue is the procedural change for handling program registration and membership dues.  All monies will be sent to the PAWAC office at Bradley University.  Angela is responsible for overseeing the process.  She has two interns, one primarily dedicated to maintaining the web site and the other will handle clerical duties.  Lee will perform the financial reporting.

Upcoming Programs:  Angela will continue to update the members via e-mail notices.
