Possible ways PAWAC could be involved in the conference were discussed.

Don Samford reported on Allison Knanishu’s  program at Farmington High School.  He also discussed the Turkey trip planned for May which needs a minimum of 20 participants to be feasible.
Scholastic Bowl Subcommittee:  Angela Weck reviewed outcome of the International Scholastic Bowl.  The tournament went well.
Old Business:  Annual Conference:  Angela reported on progress in getting speakers.   

New Business:  Angela Weck asked for volunteers to work on proposed Lebanon program for 2011 conference.  A number of those present volunteered.  
Angela discussed Chamber of Commerce dues.  Some of the dues are used for lobbying which as a non-partisan organization we should not do.  Issue will be explored further.

Barb Drake moved that we permit grade and high school students to attend our monthly programs without charge.  Motion was seconded and carried.
