Meeting minutes

March 4, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:35 pm by Melissa Henry at the Central Illinois Red Cross building.

Minutes:  Mac Pogue stated he is with the Membership Committee, not the Marketing committee.  After correction, minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Income/Expense report distributed. Due to extra money in the checking account, it was approved that the treasurer transfer $4000-$5000 into a money market account with an acceptable interest.

Committee Reports:

Membership:  Mac Pogue reported one new member.
Finance and Development:  No report.

Marketing: Rich McBride stated there were only two art submissions for a new PAWAC logo in which neither were considered by the committee.  Discussion suggested that the group wait until WACA selects its new logo and consider utilizing it locally.  Meanwhile, the current logo will be used on needed stationary and envelopes.

Programming: Ali Zoohori reminded members/friends to make reservations for the CIWAC March 227 at the Par-a-dice Hotel.  The February 20 program evaluation, “Russia Today” with Steve Levine, was distributed and discussed.  It is agreed the evaluation format is very good, but the question reference about meal/program price range should be clarified.  In the comments, a few comments supported Saturday programs.   Upcoming programs after the conference are “Iran” with Reza Aslan April 29  and “North Korea”  with Dr. Bruce Cumings.      

Educational Outreach:  John Rathbun stated that the Educational Outreach program for teachers March 19 is finalized and he is anticipating up 100 attendees.

Scholastic Bowl:  Four students will be attending the National Scholastic Bowl, Washington, D.C.  Angela stated another chaperone is needed for the trip.  John Rathbun indicated he would be available if no one else can go.

Old Business:  March conference:  Only 30 reservations have been made for the March conference and it is reminded all do so soon. Several volunteer openings for the Conference were filled during the meeting.  As this is the 40th annual conference, Angela suggested that a power point slide program presenting PAWAC history and recognizing founders be shown at the Conference.  A recommendation was made that scholarships be dedicated to PAWAC founders (Angela will work on the wording).

Barb Shirk resigned as secretary.  In the next e-mail to membership, a request will be made to fill the position and President Melissa Henry will make inquiries. 

On April 24, ICC (East Campus) is having its annual international Festival from 10-2, PAWAC will have a booth for brochure distribution; two volunteers are needed.  Please notify Angela of availability.

Angela will be attending the regional WAC conference in KY March 9-10.  Melissa Henry volunteered to accompany her.

The Philadelphia World Affairs Council, sponsors of international travel groups, has a copy of the PAWAC membership e-mail addresses. This is part of the agreement that when local members travel with PWAC the local council receives a percentage.  So far, we have received $1200 and potentially may receive $400 more.
