Professor Madale is a consultant on special projects with Capitol University, Cagayan de Oro City, Mindanao, Philippines where he is responsible for designing Muslim - Christian integration workshops in Mindanao as well as assisting in designing a new PhD program in anthropology and Islamic studies at Capitol University.  Professor Madale was also instrumental in helping to design a Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs, U.S. Department of State funded program which annually brings 25-30 Muslim, Christian and non-Muslim youth activists from Mindanao, Basilan, Sulu and Tawi Tawi in the southern Philippines to the Northern Illinois University campus for a training institute designed to promote inter-ethnic dialogue and conflict resolution.
